Speed Limit Pilot Case
Public Statement of position;
The faster a vehicle is travelling, the more likely it will seriously injure a pedestrian, a cyclist or the occupants of another vehicle in a collision.  Winnipeg will be a safer, more people-friendly place when:
· Neighbourhoods have the option of adopting a 30 kph speed limit to make their residential streets safer for cyclists, pedestrians,  and kids playing on the streets 
· Schools are surrounded by areas designed & signed for 30 kph so kids can ride & walk to school safely
· Speed limits on arterial roads through busy commercial & residential areas are designed & signed for speeds no higher than 50 kph 
· Streets where drivers had a tendency to go faster than the speed limit have been refitted, so that motorists naturally travel at the speed limit or below.
